On July 3, 2010, College City resident Jorge Gutierres, 52 years old was murdered in an 

apparent road rage incident that took place near the town of Dunnigan. 

 

At 3:33 pm Yolo County Sheriff Deputies and Dunnigan Fire personnel were dispatched to 

County Road  99W and County Road 88 north of Dunnigan to a subject that had been 

stabbed.  The victim, Gutierres, was located still seated in the driver’s seat of his Jeep 

Cherokee suffering from several stab wounds to the left arm.  Gutierres was taken to UCD 

Medical Center by an air ambulance where he later died from his injuries. 

 

A passenger in Gutierres’ vehicle stated Gutierres passed a black convertible mustang 

while traveling northbound on County Road 99W, Dunnigan.  The black Mustang passed 

Gutierres’ Jeep and he passed the black Mustang again. The black mustang passed 

Gutierres again and stopped in front of him blocking him.  The driver of the black Ford 

Mustang got out and approached the driver’s window of Gutierres’ Jeep and broke out the 

window and stabbed him several times in the left arm.  The suspect then returned to the 

black Ford Mustang and drove away northbound on County Road 99W.  Witness’s stated 

that there was another person in the black Mustang along with the suspect. 

 

Gutierres’ friend, a passenger in the Jeep stated that they were not involved in any 

confrontation with the suspect prior to the incident.    

 

The suspect was described as a Hispanic male, 30- 40 years old, 5’-08”-5’10” with dark hair 

in a buzz cut.
