misdemeanor, punishable by imprisonment in a county jail not exceeding six months, by a fine 



not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), or by both that imprisonment and fine.  As used 



in this section "owner" means any person who owns a guide, signal, or service dog, or who is 



authorized by the owner to use the guide, signal, or service dog.

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  HOW "SERVICE ANIMAL" IS DEFINED
Under the American's With Disabilities Act (ADA), a service animal is any guide dog, signal dog, or other animal individually trained to provide assistance to an individual with a disability. Animals which meet this definition are considered service animals whether or not they have been licensed or certified by a state or local government.  Service animals, usually dogs of any breed or size, are working animals and are not considered pets.  A service animal:

· guides people who are blind

· alerts people who are hearing impaired

· pulls wheelchairs

· alerts and protects a person who may have seizures

· performs other special tasks such as reminding a person with mental illness to take prescribed medication, calming a person with Post Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD) during an anxiety attack.

· the work or task must be directly related to the owner/user disability

Dogs whose sole function is to provide comfort or emotional support do not qualify as service animals under the ADA, but may be allowed to accompany individuals in housing as "reasonable accommodations" or "reasonable modifications" for the individual's disability.

SERVICE ANIMALS MUST BE UNDER CONTROL
You can be asked to remove your animal from a place of business if:

· the animal is out of control and you are not trying to control it, or
· the service animal poses a direct threat to the health or safety of other people

· if a business normally charges guests for damage that they cause, a customer with a disability may also be charged for damage caused by himself or his service animal
